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Remediating narratives
of diasporic affiliation
and authenticity

The materiality of the diasporic experience is
embedded within overlapping geographies
and transnational processes that are
increasingly mediated.

Scripts of authentic Indianness travel across
media platforms and politics strategically
linking and delinking the diasporic to the
nations of residence and origin. This talk will
discuss the changing nature of the diaspora
and national affiliations as defined and
transformed within global assemblages of
capital, media, publicity and nationalism.
